rom the Administrative
Manager’s Desk...

This weekend we cele-
brate the 3" Weekend of Easter.
Today’s gospel story is the story of Jesus
revealing himself after the Resurrection to
his disciples as they are fishing on the Sea
of Galilee.

After the Resurrection of Jesus the
men have returned to their original profes-
sion as fishermen. It must have been so
amazing for the disciples during those first
three years of following Jesus and then so
heart-wrenching when he was no longer
living in their midst the same way. Jesus
called them to continue the mission of pro-
claiming the Good News, yet they returned
to what they did before they met Jesus. It
seems that oftentimes we do the very
same thing. God calls us to something new,
but we are hesitant and often fall back on
what is familiar. Yet the gift of this gospel
passage is that Jesus appears to the fisher-
men and calls them back and gives them
another chance to follow Him. Jesus gives
us these same chances to reconcile and fol-
low him even when we have turned our
backs previously. Thank goodness!

| have some more good news to
share with you! In this economic time
when people are still struggling financially
you have remained committed to this par-
ish. Our second quarter report on the re-
verse of this letter shows that we had
budgeted for a $10,000 deficit for the 1** &
2" quarters and we actually ended up with
a $16,000 surplus for this time period. This
is due in large part to our weekly plate col-
lection and fundraisers being higher than
budgeted and our expenses being lower
overall. If this pattern continues for the 2™
half of the year we will be in great shape.

Usually, however, we have a lower income
in the last quarter of the year has lower
income when people on summer vacations.

I'd like to thank all of you who signed
up for Electronic Giving. This helps us in
planning for our upcoming budget because
it is money that is consistent. It is never
too late to sign up and it is easy to make
changes if that is needed.

Also, thank you to those who have
given to the Bishop’s Annual Ministries Ap-
peal (AMA). We have reached our Dioce-
san Goal and now anything that is pledged
at this point will be returned to the parish.
Our goals are pretty tangible this year. We
need to improve our website so that it is
attractive, current and user friendly. We
have a company that will design this for us
(they also designed the Diocese of Mon-
terey’s website
(www.dioceseofmonterey.org), and several
other parishes including Sacred Heart,
Salinas & St. Joseph’s, Spreckels). In addi-
tion we'd like to replace some of the land-
scaping that we have had to remove be-
cause it got too large and woody, and we
are in need of funds to help with this year’s
operating budget. Fr.Ron is hoping that
250 households will be able to contribute.
Right now we have |75 households partici-
pating out of over 900. Please prayerfully
consider what you can give, no matter if it
is $5, $50, $500 or $5000. No amount is
too great or too small. Envelopes are avail-
able in the church entrance and in the par-
ish office.

Thank you for your continued sup-
port of this parish, for your commitment
to living the Gospel and for being people of
hope and joy!
